’ MW BUSINESSJ Holiday World Requests Delay in Final Section of Parking Lot Concrete. '

Koch Development Corporation dba as Holiday World, represented by Aaron Berg, requested a variance to delay
the paving of the last section of Legend Parking Lot until December 31, 2023. On February 3, 2015 Holiday World was
granted a variance to delay paving of this parking lot until 2020. Most of the parking has been resurfaced since that date.
However a small portion has not been completed and is not used often.

The public was asked to respond:

Jeff Stlllman a member of the Adv1sory Plan Commission, stated that the APC agreed that this part could wait to be
paved.

Discussion followed and the public meeting was closed. Kevin Patmore reiterated the 3 standards that must be met
before granting a Variance of Developmental Standards:

1. The approval of the Varlance will not be i 1nJur10us to the public health, safety, morals or general welfare of the
community.

2. The use and value of the property in the 1mmed1ate area to the property on which the variance is requested W111 not be
affected in a substantlally adverse manner. -

3. The strict appl1cat10n of the terms of the Zoning Ordmance would result in an unnecessary hardshlp in the use of the o

property.

Eric Snow abstained from voting. due to hlS employment by Holiday World. Lynn Wlnkler made a motlon to allow the
variance and Bob Grundhoefer seconded the motlon The motion carrled 4to 0
